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Partners for Healthier Communities Receives Grant
Partners for Healthier Communities (PHC), a program of Goodall Hospital, is one of 28 Healthy Maine Partnerships in the state funded by tobacco settlement money from the Fund for a Healthy Maine, through Partnership For a Tobacco Free Maine, Department of Health and Human Services.

PHC recently received a federal grant for $36,933, released by the Department of Health and Human Services’ Office of Substance Abuse (OSA), to continue their efforts to prevent underage alcohol use and reduce high risk drinking.  OSA awarded grants to all 28 Healthy Maine Partnerships in Maine; Executive Director, Guy Cousins, said “Underage drinking and high risk drinking are community problems; by funding these partnerships across Maine, we help communities actively be part of the solution.”

Connie Roux, Substance Abuse Prevention Coordinator for PHC, said, “We are very excited to receive the grant and are looking forward to continuing our efforts to reduce underage drinking in our service area while working with local law enforcement and community schools.”  

The grant will run from January 1, 2009 until June 30, 2010, for a total of 18 months.  PHC will distribute the money as follows; the Sanford Police Department and the York County Sheriff Department will both receive $10,000 and will conduct party patrols; Safe Schools Healthy Students will receive $6,000 to establish a public education channel; and PHC will keep the remaining $10,933 to conduct five seller/server trainings for retailers, bars, and restaurants on carding, false identification, and intoxicated persons and liability.
