Sticker Shock
Once again Partners for Healthier Communities, a program of Goodall Hospital, organized Sticker Shock, a program that targets people age 21 and over who might purchase alcohol legally and provide it to underage friends or relatives.  
The group, which consisted of  eleven Sanford High School students, the School Resource Officer and two of the school’s assistant principals, placed florescent orange stickers on multipacks of alcohol with a strong reminder:  “Providing Alcohol to Minors is Illegal!  Fines are up to $2,000 and/or up to one year in jail!”
During this round of Sticker Shock the largest number of retailers were visited including: The Depot, Rite Aid, 7-Eleven (Sanford & Springvale), Gulf Express, Hannaford, Depot at Maine Street, Sleepers Market, Cigarette City, Roger’s Supa Dolla, CN Brown, Jerry’s Market, Circle K, Little General, Airport Variety and J & S Deli and Grocery.
